House leaders covet yearend reserves
as quick way to close final budget gap  
Having cut spending and raised taxes as much as they think they can, House leaders were stumped about how to close a $140 million revenue gap in the budget for the current fiscal year. And then they noticed that Gov. Mike Easley was holding $125 million left over from the $1.7 billion in funds he impounded months ago to make sure the state didn’t end last fiscal year in the red. The House wants that money but Easley says he won’t turn it over because it should go into the state's Rainy Day fund and for Hurricane Floyd relief projects.

That’s where things stood in Raleigh more than a month into the state’s new fiscal year and no revised budget in place. There was one notable development this week when the House, as expected, gave final approval Monday to the $322 million tax package we described in some detail in last week’s newsletter. The bipartisan 82-32 vote for the revenue measure culminated weeks of debate and political posturing in the House over raising taxes. But the Senate on Tuesday rejected the measure on grounds that it doesn’t completely close the hole in the budget. The Senate appointed conferees and left town until the House produced a complete, balanced budget document.

The main differences between the House and Senate revenue bills are the timing of the repeal of a half-cent of state sales tax. The House's plan would allow local government to levy the new sales tax starting Jan. 1. At the same time, the state sales tax would drop a half-penny. Under the Senate revenue plan there would be a six-month overlap in the higher state and local sales taxes, for a total of a 7 percent sales tax rate, until July 1. The chambers also disagree on the amount of reimbursements local governments would get in the current fiscal year. Significantly, the House plan also proposes to raise three business taxes to generate $98 million in new revenue, actions not contemplated in the Senate revenue package.

President Pro Tem Marc Basnight said the Senate will hold only ceremonial session every three days, led by members from the Raleigh area who won’t have to drive far. Before going home, senators agreed to stop taking their $104 daily expense allowance until Basnight calls them back. Senate conferees for the revenue bill (S. 1292) appointed by Basnight are co-chairs John Kerr (D-Wayne) and David Hoyle (D-Gaston), members Tony Rand (D-Cumberland), Frank Ballance (D-Warren), Dan Clodfelter (D-Mecklenburg), Aaron Plyler (D-Union), Howard Lee (D-Orange), Fountain Odom (D-Mecklenburg), Scott Thomas (D-Craven), Allen Wellons (D-Johnston), R.C. Soles (D-Columbus), Kay Hagan (D-Guilford) and Linda Garrou (D-Forsyth). House conferees appointed by Speaker Jim Black are Rep. Paul Luebke (D-Durham), Chair; and Reps. Push begins for new economic development initiative
With legislative leaders and state Commerce Department officials flanked behind him, Gov. Mike Easley on Wednesday launched his campaign for a new industrial development policy in which North Carolina would move away from tax credits to attract new business in favor of cash grants to targeted industries. The proposals, which we wrote about extensively in the July 19 issue of the Legislative Bulletin, are outlined in H. 1734 N.C. Economic Recovery and Competitiveness Act. The bill was taken up Thursday in the House Finance Committee, amended and favorably reported.


NCCBI Vice President of Governmental Affairs Leslie Bevacqua told the committee that it is imperative for North Carolina to build its competitive edge in industrial recruitment. “This bill gives North Carolina the opportunity to continue to strengthen economic development in the state,” Bevacqua said. “It will give the Department of  Commerce and the governor the opportunity to negotiate and to be competitive when recruiting industry. NCCBI supports this bill because we believe it will help bring jobs to North Carolina.”

Also speaking in support of the bill were Secretary of Commerce Jim Fain and Natalie English, vice president of public policy with the Charlotte Chamber of Commerce. English pointed out that Mecklenburg County and other counties near the state line are in constant competition with South Carolina. She encouraged the committee to support this bill as a way to help recruit new jobs to our state, instead of watching them locate across the state border.


The centerpiece of the legislation is creation of a Job Development Investment Grant Program under which the state would attempt to attract specific new industries by repaying the company up to 80 percent of the income taxes paid by workers who got the new jobs for up to 15 years. In addition, the legislation scales back many of the Bill Lee Act tax credits for companies locating or expanding in the state’s wealthier counties and proposed other measures to make poorer counties more attractive as industrial sites.

Under the bill, a three-member committee composed of the secretaries of Commerce and Revenue, and the state budget director would decide which companies receives the job development investment grants. Commerce officials believe the grants would total between $6 million and $7 million the first year but increase over time. Although the new grants would mainly be used to attract new industries, Commerce Secretary Jim Fain says they could also be used to persuade existing employers not to leave the state.

Several amendments were discussed by the House Finance Committee. Among those that passed were amendments to limit the number of grants awarded by the state to 25 per year and to add additional criteria to be included in the annual report provided to the public on the impact of the Job Development Investment Grant Program.

House committee approves air permit bill
The House Environment and Natural Resources Committee on Tuesday voted 13-8 to approve a measure, S. 1037 No Air Permit/Facility Operational (David Hoyle), ), a bill strongly supported by NCCBI. The bill, which was passed by the Senate last fall, has been worked on since last session with input from the Department of Environment and Natural Resources, the business community and representatives from the environmental community. The bill as proposed in the House is a fair and balanced bill that will assist companies in beginning construction of facilities or expanding current facilities. The bill should speed up the construction process but it will not change any standard for permit review or air quality protection, nor will it make it easier to obtain a permit from the Division of Air Quality. The legislation next heads to the House Finance Committee for review.


Legislative Actions

. . .  The House on Thursday concurred with a Senate Committee substitute for H. 1308 Extend Low Sulfur Gas Implementation (Pryor Gibson), the NCCBI-backed measure that extends until January 2006 the date by which only low-sulfur gasoline may be sold in the state. In 1999. North Carolina imposed a low-sulfur standard, to take effect in 2004. Since that time the federal EPA has adopted a similar standard that would take effect nationwide in 2006. Without this bill, North Carolina would be out of compliance with the rest of the nation, and the state would be endanger of fuel shortages and price spikes.


. . . The Senate on Tuesday gave unanimous final approval to S. 1420 Shakedown Prevention (Wib Gulley), a bill that beefs up penalties for state employees who try to coerce a subordinate into contributing to a political campaign or supporting a political candidate. The bill now goes to the House.

. . .  The House on Wednesday concurred with Senate amendments to H. 1546 Level 2 Graduated Drivers License Restriction (Debbie Clary) and the measure was enrolled. Gov. Mike Easley is expected to sign the bill into law. The measure restricts that teenagers who have a Level 2 graduated driver license not have more than one passenger in the car who is under 21. The bill exempts family members. The bill would take effect Dec. 1.

. . .  The Senate on Tuesday accepted House amendments to S. 1135 U.S. Highway 601 Contracts (Aaron Plyler) and the measure was enrolled. Gov. Mike Easley is expected to sign the bill into law. The bill allows the state DOT to use the “design-build" method of widening to four lanes an 11-mile stretch of U.S. 601 South from U.S. 74 in Monroe to the S.C. line. The process speeds construction and saves money by designing and building the road at the same time. Usually, construction doesn't begin until design work is complete. Residents in the area has long called for safety improvements on the road, which many use to reach the South Carolina beaches.

Special Report
New districts attract more challengers for General Assembly seats
Forty-four incumbent legislators have no opposition for re-election under new court-ordered district maps, far fewer than the 77 who were unopposed under the plan adopted by the General Assembly last summer which was ruled unconstitutional. The decline in cakewalk-incumbents seems to confirm the Republican Party’s contention that more people would run for the legislature if district lines generally followed county lines. With the filing period now closed under the new maps, that hypothesis has been proven in most areas of the state, with some notable exceptions. Here’s a report on where things stand in the run-up to the Sept. 10 party primaries and the Nov. 5 general election:

Six incumbent senators attracted no opposition for re-election compared with 22 under the old maps. Unopposed are Democrats Daniel Clodfelter of Charlotte, Charlie Dannelly of Charlotte, Linda Garrou of Winston-Salem, Jeanne Lucas of Durham and David Weinstein of Lumberton and Republican Hamilton Horton of Winston-Salem.

Thirty-eight House members – 19 Republicans and 19 Democrats -- will coast to another term compared with 47 under the plan the Democrats pushed through last year. Republicans running unopposed are Cary Allred of Burlington, Joanne Bowie of Greensboro, Harold Brubaker of Asheboro, Russell Capps of Raleigh, Billy Creech of Clayton, Leo Daughtry of Smithfield, Jerry Dockham of Denton, Rick Eddins of Raleigh, George Holmes of Hamptonville, Larry Justus of Hendersonville, Danny McComas of Wilmington, Gene McCombs of Faith, Richard Morgan of Eagle Springs, John Rayfield of Belmont, Mitchell Setzer of Catawba, Wayne Sexton of Eden, Trudi Walend of Brevard, Connie Wilson of Charlotte and Roger West of Marble. Democrats running unopposed are Alma Adams of Greensboro, Martha Alexander of Charlotte, Larry Bell of Clinton, Donald Bonner of Rowland, Nelson Cole of Reidsville, Pete Cunningham of Charlotte, Beverly Earle of Charlotte, Stan Fox of Oxford, Joe Hackney of Chapel Hill, Dewey Hill of Lake Waccamaw, Howard Hunter of Conway, Verla Insko of Chapel Hill, Marvin Lucas of Spring Lake, Paul Luebke of Durham, Mickey Michaux of Durham, Paul Miller of Durham, Bill Owens of Elizabeth City, Drew Saunders of Huntersville and William Wainwright of Havelock.

At least 15 Senate seats will turn over as a result of retirements and the fact that eight incumbents are pitted against each other – Republicans Bob Shaw of Greensboro and Phillip Berger of Eden in the new 26th District and Virginia Foxx of Banner Elk and Ken Moore of Lenoir in the new 45th District. Democrats Howard Lee of Chapel Hill and Ellie Kinnaird of Carrboro, who used to serve together in a two-member district, now are facing each other in a primary for the one-seat 23rd District. Also, Democrat Dan Robinson and Republican Bob Carpenter -- are facing off in the 50th District. In the House, there is no incumbent running in 27 districts and in three others incumbents are pitted against each other.

Some veteran legislators have attracted primary opponents, including Republican Reps. Ed McMahan of Charlotte and Debbie Clary of Cherryville. Senate Minority Leader Patrick Ballantine of Wilmington has a Republican primary opponent as do fellow Republicans John Carrington of Raleigh, John Garwood of North Wilkesboro, Stan Bingham of Denton and Jim Forrester of Stanley. Senate Democrats facing primary challenges include Tony Rand of Fayetteville, Charlie Albertson of Beulaville and Larry Shaw of Fayetteville.


There are three House-Senate matchups to watch. In Gastonia, Democratic Sen. David Hoyle is opposed by Republican Rep. Michael Harrington. In Goldsboro, Democratic Sen. John Kerr of Goldsboro is opposed by Republican Rep. Carolyn Russell. In the 46th Senate District in Cleveland and Rutherford counties, incumbent Democrat Sen. Walter Dalton of Rutherford is facing incumbent Rep. John Weatherly of Kings Mountain.


Despite all the upheaval in the General Assembly, the representation in many urban areas will remain relatively the same, particularly Charlotte. Incumbents are running unopposed in seven of the 15 House and Senate districts that include parts of Mecklenburg County. To a lesser degree, the same is true for Wake County and the Triad.

An unusually large number of former legislators are hoping to again serve in the General Assembly. Here are some that we noticed: In Senate District 22 in Lee, Moore and part of Harnett counties, four of the six candidates are former legislators. Former senator Wanda Hunt of Pinehurst and former representative Jimmy Love of Sanford are facing off in the Democratic primary there. Among the four Republican candidates in that district are former senator Teena Little of Southern Pines and former representative Bobby Ray Hall of Sanford. Former Republican senator Tommy Pollard of Jacksonville is running in Senate District 6 in Jones and Onslow counties. In Senate District 25 covering Anson, Richmond, Scotland and Stanly counties, former representative Donald Dawkins of Rockingham has switched from a Democrat to a Republican and will face incumbent Sen. Bill Purcell in the general election. Former representative Clayton Loflin is among the five Republican candidates in Senate District 35 in Union and part of Mecklenburg counties. In House District 13 in Carteret and part of Onslow counties, former representative Bruce Ethridge of Beaufort is challenging incumbent Rep. Ronnie Smith of Newport in the Democratic primary. In House District 36 in Wake County, former representative Charles Cromer of Cary is challenging incumbent Rep. David Miner of Cary in the Republican primary. In House District 77in Rowan County, former representative Charlotte Gardner of Salisbury is running in the Republican primary hoping to face the Democrat who defeated her last time, Democratic Rep. Lorene Coates . In House District 95 covering parts of Catawba and Iredell counties, where no Democrat filed, former representative Robert Brawley of Mooresville is seeking the GOP nomination. In House District 97 in Lincoln County, former representative David Noles of Lincolnton is challenging Rep. Joe Kiser of Vale in the GOP primary. Former Republican senator Mark McDaniel of Greensboro is challenging incumbent Democratic Sen. Kay Hagan in the 27th District in Guilford County.

Here are some important dates in the run-up to the legislative elections: voter registration for primary races closes Friday, Aug. 16; absentee voting for primary races begins (the old-fashioned kind) Friday, Aug. 16; one-stop absentee voting for primary races begins (new, “no excuse” kind) Thursday, Aug. 22; one-stop absentee voting for primary races ends Saturday, Sept. 7, 1 p.m.; primary election, Tuesday, Sept. 10; absentee voting for the general election begins Tuesday, Oct. 1; voter registration for general election closes Friday, Oct. 11; one-stop absentee voting for general election begins Thursday, Oct. 17; one-stop absentee voting for general election ends Saturday, Nov. 2, at 1 p.m. (but county election boards may extend until 5 p.m.); general election will be Tuesday, Nov. 5.

State Government Watch
Two state environmental agencies issue record fines
The N.C. Division of Water Quality (DWQ) and the N.C. Division of Air Quality (DAQ) recently assessed what the agencies said were their largest-ever civil fines.  DWQ fined a Wilson construction company $71,750 last month for not taking proper steps to close 99 Nash County wells. DAQ fined a Wake County contractor $78,932 for open burning at a Garner site. 

DWQ issued its largest-ever fine against Ralph Hodge Construction Co., which, as part of a contract to build a water and sewer line along Highway 97 in Nash County, was required to provide for the proper abandonment of one 2-inch diameter and 88 6-inch diameter drilled wells, and 10 large diameter, 20- to 24- inch bored wells that were located near the new line. Officials claim the construction company failed to properly close the wells, which might have allowed contaminants to migrate directly into the aquifer. However, the problem was discovered and corrected before any contamination occurred.

DAQ issued its record-setting fine against Phillips & Jordan Inc. of Cary for violations that occurred last November and December  at a land-clearing site near Garner. The contracting firm was cited for violating open burning regulations in 17 debris piles at the site. The contractor also was cited for burning debris piles within 1,000 feet of an occupied structure.

Judge Tennille recommends tougher rules for corporate lawyers
North Carolina Business Court Judge Ben F. Tennille is serving as a member of a special American Bar Association panel whose preliminary report, released July 24, recommends toughening ethics standards for lawyers who become aware of corporate fraud. The panel will hold additional hearings this fall and submit a final report to the ABA in February 2003. The panel recommended that lawyers be required to disclose confidential information if it would stop a client from committing a crime that is likely to cause financial harm to someone else; that businesses should develop ways for employees to report violations to an independent board of directors; and that company directors, advisers and corporate oversight committees should have greater independence. “If adopted, these standards will help restore investor confidence in our system of corporate governance of publicly traded companies. Investor confidence in our system of corporate governance is essential to the maintenance of our capital markets,” Judge Tennille said.

Metro jobless rates fluctuate across the state
Unemployment rates went up in June in some metro areas but declined in others, according to data from the state Employment Security Commission. Here are the June numbers compared with May:

· Asheville, 4.6 percent, down from 4.7 percent

Eye on Washington
Delegation splits 8-4 against TPA in final House vote
Four Republican members of North Carolina’s congressional delegation deserted the party leadership to oppose final House passage of legislation granting President Bush broad powers to negotiate trade agreements. However, the bill narrowly passed by a 215-212 vote on July 27 and is now headed to a House-Senate conference committee. Apparently concerned that increased foreign trade would further damage the state’s weakened textile industry, Republicans Charles Hayes, Howard Coble, Walter Jones and Charles Taylor voted against the measure. They were joined by Democrats Eva Clayton, Mike McIntyre, David Price and Mel Watt. Democrat Bobby Etheridge voted for passage of the so-called Trade Promotion Act (TPA), as did Republicans Cass Ballenger, Richard Burr and Sue Myrick.


GDP report confirms manufacturing is recovering, but slowly
The Commerce Department’s new report that the economy grew at an annual rate of just 1.1 percent in the second quarter confirms predictions that manufacturing’s recovery from the recession will be more gradual than during previous recessions, the chief economist for the National Association of Manufacturers said Wednesday. The NAM is NCCBI’s Washington affiliate. “To no one’s surprise, inventory restocking, which was responsible for over half of real GDP in the first quarter, slowed substantially.  Also, consumer spending, which rose by only 1.9 percent, continued to decelerate from the brisk pace at the end of last year,” NAM economist Dave Huether said. “On the plus side, the expected recovery in business investment finally appears to be underway. Following six quarters of negative growth, business investment grew by 2.9 percent in the second quarter. This is good news but it cements our earlier predictions that this manufacturing recovery was going to me more gradual than usual.” 

Manufacturers secure important change in corporate reform bill
The House and Senate acted with breathtaking speed this week in reaching agreement on a compromise corporate reform bill, which sailed through both chambers with almost unanimous approval. President Bush then hastily signed the bill into law. Although the conference was very brief, the National Association of Manufacturers said it was able to obtain a significant improvement in proposed language on the certification of financial records. NAM sent a letter to conferees asking them to modify a proposal that board chairmen, CEOs and CFOs certify their companies’ financial statements. Conferees dropped board chairmen from the certification requirement, and included language suggested by the SEC on certification and removed criminal liability for “reckless violations” of the new requirements. The final bill requires CEOS and CFOs to certify financial reports filed with the SEC.  As enacted, specific provisions of the legislation will:

· establish an independent board to oversee accountants; 

· increase funding for SEC enforcement of existing laws and regulations; 

· prohibit certain independent auditors from providing certain non-audit services; 

· require independent Board audit committees; 

· ban certain company loans to investors; 

· provide greater protections for whistle blowers; 

· lengthen the time investors have to file lawsuits for securities fraud; and 

· require more complete and timely information for investors.

Salisbury business leader testifies on export policy

Testifying on behalf of the National Association of Manufacturers, Salisbury business leader Dyke Messinger told the U.S. Senate Finance Committee this week it is imperative that a tax incentive for the competitiveness of America’s small exporters be maintained if they are to continue to survive and grow. The Extraterritorial Income Regime (ETI) “is critically important if we’re to continue encouraging export activity by small companies,” said Messinger, president and CEO of family-owned Power Curbers Inc. “Of all exporting manufacturers in America, 93 percent are small and mid-sized manufacturers. They collectively employ about 9.5 million people, and those that export their products add jobs 20 percent faster than firms that remain solely domestic.”
 
“I can tell you we believe it is very important that, in crafting a proposal to address the ETI issue with our (World Trade Organization) partners, the U.S. strives to maintain approximately the current level of benefits for all exporters and continues to work toward a level playing field and competitive environment for U.S. companies,” said Messinger, who also is a member of NCCBI.  “At this point, it appears likely that the long-term solution will have to involve a combination of negotiations and legislation,” he added.

 
“The current ETI and its predecessors have been integral factors in increasing export activity by U.S. manufacturers,” continued Messinger, whose firm employs 130 men and women making specialized machines used to build sidewalks, curbs, and gutters in more than 80 countries.  “These types of tax incentives – created over the past three decades – were designed to neutralize some of the tax advantages enjoyed by foreign competitors located in countries with territorial tax systems, which generally exempt income earned outside the country from income tax and exports from value-added (VAT) and other consumption taxes.  
 
“International sales account for 20 percent of my company’s revenue and 12 percent of our profits. We credit our survival and growth to exports. And surely there are thousands of similarly situated small- and medium-sized exporters. The NAM urges Congress and the Administration to keep the competitiveness of these important companies in mind as you work both domestically and internationally toward a fair solution to this complicated and difficult tax and trade problem.”  

Background: Responding to a proposal by Rep. William Thomas (R-Cal.) to repeal the ETI tax provisions (formerly the Foreign Sales Corporation or FSC provisions), the Senate Finance Committee held the informational hearing on July 30 to examine the impact of ETI/FSC on U.S. competitiveness. This latest activity in Congress comes as a WTO Dispute Panel is about to issue its finding on the level trade sanctions that U.S. trading partners can impose on the United States if ETI/FSC is not repealed. The European Union claims that the value of WTO-authorized trade sanctions should be almost $5 billion. The United States has disputed this amount and urged approval of a significantly lower level. At the U.S.-EU summit in June, President Bush committed to seek legislation that would bring U.S. tax law on income from foreign sales into compliance with the WTO panel ruling.
Concerns increase over expanding mental health parity law

Business leaders told the House Commerce Subcommittee on Health last week that legislation to expand the 1996 mental-health parity law would increase costs far above sponsors’ estimates. The bill before Congress, H.R. 4066 Mental Health Equitable Treatment Act of 2002 (Roukema - R-NJ) also fails to differentiate between serious clinical disorders and less well-defined complaints.

A majority of House members are cosponsoring the bill, which would prohibit group health plans and group health insurers that provide both mental health benefits and medical and surgical benefits from imposing treatment limitations or financial requirements for coverage of mental health benefits different from those used for medical and surgical benefits. The Congressional Budget Office estimates the Senate version of the bill (S. 543) would cost the government $2.2 billion from 2003 through 2007, and by $5.4 billion a year over the 2003-2012 period.


“Manufacturers are strong supporters of a variety of employer-sponsored health care benefits, including mental health coverage,” NAM lobbyist Neil Trautwein testified, “but this legislation apparently draws no distinction between bipolar disorder and jet lag.” The Congressional Budget Office now predicts an increase between 30 and 70 percent in mental-health care costs of firms with more than 50 workers. The consequent premium increases could average an additional 3 to 5 percent.


At the heart of the problem is the blanket coverage of all listings in the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders, a classification maintained by the American Psychiatric Association.  As drafted, the legislation would allow coverage plans to maintain “medical necessity” and utilization-management techniques, but the subjectivity inherent in mental health care means such decisions would frequently be contested in court.

Ergonomics supporters tuck money for regulation into spending bill

The Senate Appropriations Committee has approved a spending bill for the Department of Labor that would not require OSHA to reissue an ergonomics rule, but would provide the agency $2 million that it would have to spend on an ergonomics rule if Congress mandates one. Democrats may have included the language to prevent the Bush Administration from arguing a lack of money, if Congress mandates a new standard later this year. Sources say Democrats will seek to attach ergonomics bill S. 2184 (Breaux—D-LA) to the OSHA spending bill when it reaches the Senate floor. Further action could occur when the bill is “conferenced” with its House counterpart. The NAM opposes including ergonomics language in the spending bill. Congress should give OSHA’s voluntary guidelines a chance to work before mandating a “one size fits all” scheme. Big labor has been critical of the voluntary plan.
